Description of QUEST Program

QUEST Grades 9-12

Prerequisite:  Identified QUEST student

"QUEST" is a program designed to provide learning experiences for academic challenge and personal growth for identified gifted students.  Students may enroll in the GT QUEST Independent Study Mentorship Class and participate in group projects and independent study. Students may attend the QUEST Lab during lunch, before, or after school to work on projects, research summer gifted programs, scholarship and college opportunities, and participate in focus groups, competitions, and other activities.

Services provided to QUEST Students

· The QUEST Class: students may enroll in the QUEST class; students may participate in independent study, group projects, and units of study in which they apply their critical thinking, creative thinking, and research skills.  Students earn local credit.

· The QUEST Lab: QUEST students can come to the QUEST Lab for academic, personal and social purposes.  Computers, a printer, a telephone, and other materials are available for QUEST students’ use; QUEST students may bring their lunches to the QUEST room and eat there while studying, visiting, working on projects, participating in competitions, topical discussions, etc.  

· Independent study: students can explore in depth and breadth a special interest, problem, or process; the study will culminate in some type of product that meets professional standards; approved, completed studies earn local credit.  Studies may be done as part of the QUEST Class or QUEST Lab.

· Mentorship:  QUEST students may work with adults who have similar interests, skills, or abilities.  Students working on independent studies may work one-on-one with an adult and may spend time off-campus researching the chosen field of interest; the mentorship will culminate in some type of product or documentation of learning that meets professional standards.
