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LISD TEXAS Scholars

What is the TEXAS Scholars Program?

TEXAS Scholars is the collective name for a community’s incentives and strategies to motivate all of its students to complete the state Recommended or Distinguished Achievement Programs or LISD’s Advanced Graduation Program.

Who are the TEXAS Scholars?

TEXAS Scholars are students who graduate from high school under the state Recommended High School Program (RHSP) or Distinguished Achievement Program (DAP) or LISD’s Advanced Graduation Program (AGP).  

Leander ISD has a three-tier system:

TX Scholars Gold is a student who graduates under the Distinguished Achievement Program or Advanced Graduation Program with an LISD Career Passport.

TX Scholars Silver is a student who graduates under the RHSP with a LISD Career Passport.

TX Scholars Bronze is a student who graduated under the RHSP, DAP or AGP without a LISD Career Passport.

What are the major elements of TEXAS Scholars?

Volunteers from the business community present Great Expectations…Great Rewards presentation that stresses the value of completing the Recommended, Distinguished Achievement or Advanced Graduation Programs to all 9th grade students through Academic & Career Excellence, “A.C.E.,” classes.  

Incentives and supports are given to 9th – 11th grade students on track to graduate as TEXAS Scholars.  

Recognition is given to seniors who graduate as TEXAS Scholars in the form of a certificate and a medallion each in the appropriate color of gold, silver or bronze.
